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Notice of Race

Eagle Harbour Double Handed Challenge 2014
Saturday, September 13, 2014
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1. Registration & Rules
Participants can register at the EHYC clubhouse any time up to the start of the race.  The race will be governed by the rules as defined in the ISAF RRS 2013 – 2016.
2. Eligibility and Entry
This race is open to any yacht owner holding a Canadian Yachting Association card and meets the requirements of paragraph 12 below.

A yacht’s PHRF rating will be as displayed on the 2014 certificate as issued by Sailing BC.  Should any yacht not have a current PHRF rating a provisional handicap will be assigned at the skippers meeting.

This race is not gender specific – male/male; male/female; female/female are all acceptable crew combinations.

3. Entry Fee
The entry fee for this event is $30.00.  This fee includes a beverage and burger for the skipper and crew at the post-race event on the EHYC clubhouse patio.  Additional burger and beverage is $6.00 or separately for $3.00.

4. Divisions

There will be two divisions for this race.
Division A for boats with flying sails.
Division B for boats with no flying sails - BENETEAU’s Take Note!!
5. Skippers Meeting & Safety
A skippers meeting will be held on race day at 9:30am at the EHYC Clubhouse.

All competitors must have an approved PFD readily available at all times while in the vicinity of the race course.

The race committee will monitor and communicate as required on VHF Channel 73.

All yachts must check in with the race committee by hailing the committee once the committee boat has established its position, or calling on Channel 73.

6. Start

The 5 minute start sequence will commence at 10:25 AM. Both Divisions start at the same time.

7. Postponement
The race committee may decide to postpone the start of the race, signaled by displaying code flag “AP” and 2 horn blasts.  Start sequence will recommence one minute after “AP” is removed accompanied by 1 horn blast.  Code flag “AP” and “A” with 2 horn blasts indicate the race is cancelled for the day.
8. Course

The start line will be defined between a committee boat and an anchored pin “S” located off Eagle Island outside Eagle Harbour.  Marks will be defined by Passage Island “P”, Bird Islet including the light post “B”, and the Start Pin “S”.  The direction of the course will depend on wind direction and will be determined by the start committee prior to the start of the race.
The standard race for:

Division A will be Start line leaving “S” to port; all of the following to port in the following order “B”, “P”, “S”, “B”; Finish line leaving “S” to Starboard.
Division B will be Start line leaving “S” to port; all of the following to port in the following order “B”, “P” Finish line leaving “S” to Port.
If Code Flag Romeo (Red with yellow cross) is displayed on the committee boat, the course will be: 

Division A Start Line leaving “S” to starboard; all of the following to starboard in the following order “P”, “B”, “S”, “B”; Finish Line leaving “S” to Starboard.

Division B Start Line leaving “S” to starboard; all of the following to starboard in the following order “P”, “B”, Finish Line leaving “S” to Starboard.

The finish line will be the same as the start line.
9. Time Limitation

There will be a limit of 3 hours for the first boat in each division to finish the course.  All remaining boats must finish within 45 minutes of the first boat in division to qualify as a finisher.

The race committee may shorten the course to any of the turning marks to keep the race within the time limit.  In the event of a shortened course, the committee boat will locate near the mark on the course that will represent one end of the finish line, and the committee boat will display code flag “S”.  Yachts must pass between the committee boat and the mark on the course to receive a finish time.
Yachts choosing to retire before they finish must inform the race committee on channel 73 at the earliest opportunity.

10. Scoring

The race will be scored on the PHRF time on time basis.

11. Disclaimer of Liability

The decision to race is up to the skipper.  Competitors take part in this race entirely at their own risk.  EHYC and the race committee will not take any liability for material damage or personal injury as a result of taking part in this race.

12. Insurance
All participating boats must carry valid third party liability insurance with a minimum coverage of $1,000,000.  Proof of insurance must be carried on the boat.
